During WENT 2000, tools include Home Site or EditPlus for editing HTML, and WS_FTP for publishing the web.
Web authoring software

There is plenty of HTML Authoring software to choose from, whether you want to buy a commercial package, or use a shareware package. Several commercial packages are also available as "Demo", so you can try them for a period of time before purchasing. 

You will probably need to try several Web Authoring tools before finding one that you like. Look at the software available on computer/Internet magazine CDs, or from a popular download site such as Tucows: http://www.tucows.com
WYSIWIG HTML Editors
WYSIWIG is an acronym for "What You See Is What You Get". A WYSIWIG HTML Editor allows you to edit text, and change page layout, as you would see it in the Web browser. You need never see the HTML code if you use this type of software.

WYSIWIG editors are good in the sense that they are easy to use. On the other hand, WYSIWIG editors can turn existing well-coded pages into long, irregular and hard-to-edit HTML code. They can be problematic if you want to ensure fast-loading and accessible pages for the widest possible Web audience.

What is EditPlus?
· EditPlus is an Internet-ready 32-bit text editor, HTML editor and Programmer's editor for Windows. While it can serve as a good replacement for Notepad, it also offers many powerful features for Web page authors and programmers such as: 

· Syntax highlighting for HTML, CSS, PHP, ASP, Perl, C/C++, Java, JavaScript and VBScript. 
· Can be extended for other programming languages based on custom syntax files; and

· Seamless Web browser for previewing HTML pages, and FTP commands for uploading local files to FTP server.

Other features include HTML toolbar, user tools, line number, ruler, URL highlighting, auto-completion, cliptext, column selection, powerful search and replace, multiple undo/redo, spell checker, customizable keyboard shortcuts, and more.
Installation
If you downloaded a self-extracting setup file, just run the executable.

If you downloaded a zip file (eppxx.zip), extract it to a temporary directory, then execute install.exe.

FTP programs vary widely in their features, from simple programs that let you select a file and tell it where to upload to, to programs that let you schedule uploads and downloads and more.

WS_FTP is a Windows-based File Transfer Protocol (FTP) client that allows users to utilize the capabilities of FTP without having to know all the details of the protocol itself. WS_FTP simplifies FTP by offering a user-friendly Windows interface instead of a cumbersome command-line utility.
